For First Nation in Canada & United States

The Border Treaty Alliance is a collective advocacy and information initiative that works to
protect, educate and uphold the inherent and treaty-based rights of First Nation and Tribal
citizens to cross the Canada-United States border.

U.S.- Born First Nation Citizens

If you are a United States-born citizen, including a tribal citizen:
* |CE has no jurisdiction over U.5. citizens for immigration enforcement.
* Youcannot be detained or deported forimmigration purposes.

* ‘You may be asked foridentification- you have the right to remain calm and
request clarification.

Recommended documents to carry:
* LS. passpor, passport card, or state-issued ID
* TriballD or Certificate of Degree of Indian Blood (CDIB), if available

Canadian- Born First Nation Citizens (Jay Treaty / Border Treaty Rights)

If you are First Nation and born in Canada, you are lawfully protected under treaty rights
that recognize your right to:

= Enter the United States
* Live, work, and study in the United States
* Travel freely across the border without being considered an immigrant

These laws are recognized under treaty law and U.S. federal law, when proper
documentation is provided.

Important: Immigration and enforcement agencies may still ask for proof of eligibility.

Always carry your documents.
Recommended documents to carry:

¢ Canadian passport or government-issued photo ID

¢ Secure Certificate of Indian Status (SCIS) card or Certificate of Indian Status (CIS) or
other proof of First Nation status

* Blood Quantum Letter (showing at least 50% Indigenous blood quantum, where
applicable)

Any prior U.S. entry documentation, if available
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IMPORTANT REMINDER

While ICE does not have authority over U.5. citizens, tribal and First Mation citizens are
sometimes questioned or targeted due to misunderstanding of treaty rights.
