Chippewas of Kettle and Stony Point First Mation remains under a State of Emergency due to the
Current Drug Crisis.

Leadership continues to work with an advisor in collecting community input, literature review,
exploring best practices and challenges. This includes attending a Mental Health Forum held by
Mishinawbe Aski MNation and Sioux Lookout First Mations Health Authority at the end of March.

We have been approved forone-time funding to support a community planning groupftask force.
Our advisor will be reaching out to individuals to gage interest and those who would like to be a part
of this process. An initial planning group meeting date with a facilitatoris being planned.

We are continuing discussions with key collaborators that include but not limited to the following:
Anishnabek Police Services (APS), North Lambton Community Health Centre, Anishnabek Mation
departments, various justice sector contacts and other First Mations and First Mation
organizations.

In addition, we will hold a community meeting to update everyone on this process. Date is still to be
determined.

We are also researching various funding opportunities to support new and ongoing initiatives.
These are based on input from community, staff and leadership.

We continue to seek solutions and welcome community woices in this important work.
